Minutes of the Parish Council meeting held in Bridgefoot Village Hall on Wednesday 9th October 2024 at 7.00pm

64/24 Declarations of Interest – None.
65/24 Approval of Minutes
On the proposal of Cllr K Stephenson, seconded by Cllr R Bell, the minutes of the meeting held on 11th September 2024 were approved and signed as correct record.
66/24 Public Participation - None
67/24 Co-option – No new applications had been received.
68/24 Matters Arising from the Minutes
Cllr K Stephenson reported that he had spoken to both parties involved in the matter of the dilapidated fence raised in the public section of the last meeting, and the matter had been resolved.
69/24 Community Asset Transfer – Cumberland Cllr A Semple agreed to raise this matter with Michael Barry as no response had been received to the Clerk’s emails.
70/24 Allotments   Cllr K Stephenson reported that it had been a good year, and quite a lot of produce had been harvested.  There were currently three people on the waiting list.
71/24 Accounts for Payment
The clerk reported that £1950 had been received as a grant from Cumberland Council towards the £3200 renovation of the flower tubs and surrounding area, to include two new benches, on the land at the front of the car park.  It was agreed that the Parish Council would meet the shortfall.
£3750, being the second half of the Precept for 2024/25 had been received.

72/24 Parish Maintenance 
Emails had been received from a resident complaining about a low loader which had been arriving either early morning or late evening and parking outside their home to offload/load heavy equipment.  The resident had been informed this was to carry out some work on the Village Hall Car Park (which was not the case).  Equipment had then been left on the car park for two or three days. It was resolved that the resident be advised to contact the company directly to raise a complaint and the clerk would email the company to advise them that they were not authorised to use the car park.  Cumberland Councillor A Semple to also raise the matter with Karl Melville and Amber Sykes.

74/24 Lostrigg Solar – Update
The recent public consultation event had been well attended.  Comment on the village Whats App had raised concerns which had also been raised with Lostrigg Solar at the meeting.  It was noted that no date had yet been arranged for the joint committee with members of Dean PC.

75/24 Habitual and Vexatious Complaints Policy
On the proposal of Cllr R Bell, seconded by Cllr C Wilson, the draft policy was adopted.

77/24 Clerk’s Report 
The clerk read a letter of resignation from the Village Hall Cleaner – which was accepted.
Information had been received regarding possible funding for warm spots from CCF – agreed this was a matter for the Sole Trustee.
Three revised quotes had been received from Tetra Tech for the planned works to the entrances and car park.  The previously approved contractor was still significantly less expensive than the two others so it was noted that this would not alter the prior decision on who to employ.
A request for seating adjacent to the Bridgefoot bus shelter was received.  Cumberland Councillor A Semple agreed to speak to Graham Innes about this.
