5/25 Declarations of Interest – there were none.
6/25 Approval of Minutes
On the proposal of Cllr R Bell, seconded by Cllr D. Thompson, the minutes of the meeting held on 9th April 2025 were approved and signed as correct record.
7/25 Public Participation - None
8/25 Matters Arising from the Minutes - None
9/25 Community Asset Transfer – The Clerk had compiled a short report stating the reasons why the Parish Council wishes to acquire the field, which had been sent to Claire Liddle of Cumberland Council.  Response awaited.

iv. The Clerk withdrew from the meeting for the annual review of the clerk’s salary.  After discussion the level was set at .20 of the NALC payscale.  


12/25 Parish Maintenance 
i. Several complaints had been received from residents regarding Tendley Quarries, mainly about spilled chippings, and speeding through Bridgefoot, usually early morning from around 6.30am.  The clerk was instructed to raise these issues with Tendley Quarry in writing and to invited Mr Gary McNealy to the next meeting of the Parish Council.
ii. There was further discussion of pot holes and it was agreed that the council would wait and see if they are repaired by the end of May, as promised.  Clerk to report a pothole on the middle of the A595 carriageway adjacent to the Chapel Brow turn off.
iii. Clerk to raise again with County Highways the renewal of white lines on the road from Little Clifton to Bridgefoot, the repainting of signage on the road at the Scots Croft garages and the SLOW sign in the road outside White House, Little Clifton – all of which the council was previously assured would be done.
