Minutes of the Parish Council meeting held in Bridgefoot Village Hall on Wednesday 12th November 2025 at 7.00pm

Apologies for absence – There were none as all members were present.
63/25 Declarations of Interest – there were none.
64/25 Approval of Minutes
On the proposal of Cllr J Griffiths, seconded by Cllr R Bell, the minutes of the meeting held on 8th October 2025 were approved and signed as correct record.
65/25 Public Participation – None
66/25 Matters Arising from the Minutes
i. Cumberland Councillor A Semple agreed to take up the matter of the road markings at Little Clifton which the council has been assured would be renewed in the week commencing 20th October and which had still not begun.
ii. The Clerk had asked County Highways for the additional dog fouling signage previously requested by the Chairman but had received a reply that Cumberland Council does not supply this type of signs.
iii. The bollards and signs reported following the October meeting has been collected and the fallen tree had been removed.
iv. The pothole at Chapel Garth had been given a temporary repair but was opening up again and a new pothole was opening above it.  Clerk to report both to County Highways.
v. Cllr A Semple agreed to take up the matter of the requested ‘Give Way’ signs at either end of Fell View, as the Clerk had received no response to her request to County Highways.
vi. Cllr D Ward handed over 4 trophies dating from the 1970s and 1980s, to be kept on the premises.  The Sole Trustees agreed to meet immediately following the PC meeting and discuss the best way to display these.
67/25 Community Asset Transfer 
As there had still been no follow up to the meeting held in the summer, Cumberland Councillor Semple agreed to chase this up on the Parish Council’s behalf.
68/25 Allotments – Cllr K Stephenson reported that all allotment holders were busy clearing their plots for the winter.
69/25 Newsletter – Clerk to put together, hopefully to be out before Christmas. Articles still needed.

ii. The Clerk circulated budget figures, and these were discussed.  On the proposal of Cllr J McCartney, seconded by Cllr T Wood, it was resolved that the Precept be set at the same figure as for the current financial year, being £12,000.  It was noted that the increase last year was the first for several years, and there would be no increase for at least the next twelve months, due to good stewardship of council resources.

72/25 Parish Maintenance 
i. Cumberland Councillor Semple agreed to raise with County Highways, the issue of a dangerous level of fallen leaves on the pavement and road leading up from Bridgefoot to St Luke’s Church and to ask that these be removed.
ii. It was noted that the work on the hedge along the Lonning was now completed, with Richard Skelton (Contractor) doing a good job and Cllr Stephenson aided by Mr A Richardson having tidied up the area alongside the field, for which the Parish Council wished to record its thanks.
